1 Purpose 

 

1.1 This Notice is issued pursuant to section 123ZZB(1) of the Securities and Futures Act 

(Cap. 289) (“the Act”) and applies to all – 

 

(a) authorised benchmark administrators; and 

 

(b) exempt benchmark administrators.  

 

 

2 Definitions 

 

2.1 For the purposes of this Notice –  

 

“benchmark administrator” refers to an authorised benchmark administrator, or exempt 

benchmark administrator, as the case may be; and  

 

“report” means the report referred to in regulation 13(2) of Securities and Futures (Financial 

Benchmarks) Regulations (the “Regulations”).  

 

2.2 The expressions used in this Notice, except where defined in this Notice or where the 

context otherwise requires, have the same meanings as in section 2 of the Act. 
 

 

3 Reports to be submitted by benchmark administrators  

 

3.1 A benchmark administrator must ensure that the report is prepared by one or more 

external auditors. 

 

 

4 Submission of Appendix 1  
 

4.1  A benchmark administrator must complete and submit to the Authority Appendix 1 

together with its submission of the report. 

 

 

5 Effective Date 
 

5.1 This Notice shall take effect on 8 October 2018.
